Membership Definitions (reviewed 2012)
SINGLE MEMBERSHIP -- One person paying initiation fee and single membership monthly dues.  Entitles individual full access to club.  Single member also entitled to bring one guest at any time with full access to club facilities at no charge.  Single member must accompany guest at all times on club premises.
FAMILY MEMBERSHIP – A maximum of two adults living together in the same household with their dependent children, maximum of (6) six dependent children, paying initiation fee and family membership monthly dues.  Entitles family to full access to club facilities.  Club member children under the age of (12) twelve, must be accompanied by club member parent, club member guardian, or babysitter—at least (14) fourteen years old.  Families with more than (6) six dependent children will pay the same initiation fee and higher monthly dues for the family membership.
DEPENDENT CHILDREN—Defined as those children claimed as dependents on your Income Tax Returns.

FAMILY PLUS MEMBERSHIP – A maximum of two adults living together in the same household with their dependent children, maximum of (6) six dependent children, paying initiation fee and family membership monthly dues.  Entitles family to full access to club facilities and (4) four grandparents to access as guests at any time with full access to club facilities with no charge. Family member must accompany Grandparent(s) at all times on club premises. Club member children under the age of (12) twelve, must be accompanied by club member parent, club member guardian, or babysitter—at least (14) fourteen years old.
SENIOR MEMBERSHIP – A maximum of two adults living together in the same household, both at least (65) sixty-five years of age with no dependants, paying initiation fee and senior membership monthly dues. Entitles couple to full access to the club facilities.
BOARD MEMBERSHIP – Members who are actively serving on the board are eligible for discounted monthly membership dues.  The discount begins the first day of the month following the member’s election/appointment to the board and ends the first day in the month following the board member’s departure from the board.
LEGACY MEMBERSHIP – A child member, under a Family Membership, attaining the following:
A.  Age (19) nineteen or out of High School, whichever comes first, and he or she does
      not pursue any further education must apply for a membership of their own, 
      whether or not they live at their parents’ home.

	B.  Age (23) twenty-three or out of College, whichever comes first, he or she must apply
                   for a membership of their own, whether or not they live at their parent’s home.

When a child applies for Membership, there is no initiation fee.  The child pays monthly dues for type of membership they own.  Legacy Memberships are only for member children under the age of twenty three.
It is herby understood and agreed that these definitions of membership do not restrict the Rules & Policies nor the By-Laws of the Culpeper Recreation Club. Inc.
